We were so pleased with two of our family’s custom wooden puzzles 

that we wanted to share them with you. 

I surprised my new bride with a custom-crafted puzzle of  my brother’s shot of  us waltzing to 

“When Irish Eyes are Smiling” during our wedding reception. It was a gift to Pat for our fi rst 

Christmas together. Now it’s displayed on our piano.  (above)

We turned this photo of  our son-in-law Ron and his goddaughter, one of  our thirteen grandchildren, 

into another puzzle. For this one I cut out the words “Merry Christmas” and “Il Padrino,” godfather 

in Italian.     (center left)

Using a computer to create the puzzle design and a water-jet to cut the wood, I am able to produce 

intricate designs like this. All our puzzles have special shapes, often comprising several pieces. Figure 

pieces—also called silhouette pieces—are the hallmark of  Ayer puzzles. Most are single pieces, but 

some consist of  as many as a dozen. This example of  a child’s wooden block, for example, appears 

only after putting together several intricate pieces. A puzzle within a puzzle, so to speak.      (lower left)

Many times, our puzzles are bought as gifts so the recipient does not know what the picture is. 

The picture evolves as the puzzle is put together, often in surprising ways.
